Pact Vietnam Announces Awardees under RFA to expand 
Community-based Care for Orphans and Vulnerable Children
Pact Vietnam is pleased to announce the winners of a recent solicitation, RFA # 07-00-004 “Community Based Care for Orphans and Vulnerable Children.”  Three organizations were selected for funding under this program:  Catholic Relief Services (CRS), Center for Community Health and Development (COHED) and Doctors of the World-U.S. (DOW).  Programming will be undertaken in Ha Noi and Ho Chi Minh City.  

The program—supported by Pact Vietnam with funding from USAID under the President’s Emergency Plan for AIDS Relief (PEPFAR)—was designed to provide grants to local or international NGOs to develop and implement new models for care for HIV/AIDS orphans and vulnerable children (OVC) at the community level in order to enhance the ability of families and communities to care for OVC, improve OVC quality of life and prevent their abandonment and institutionalization. We are pleased that this program will be able to support three distinct yet complementary initiatives that will pursue these objectives.
