Questions and Answers on Pact LPI Prevention Call for Applications

Q: Is a researcher at a public university collaborating with an international non-governmental research institute eligible to submit a concept application?

A:  As stated in the Call for Applications, eligibility for this program is limited to Vietnamese non-governmental organizations (NGOs), community-based organizations (CBOs), and faith-based organizations (FBOs). Mass organizations are also eligible to apply but only in consortia with Vietnamese NGOs/CBOs/FBOs.  As public universities in Vietnam are government agencies, an application from a university research project would not be eligible to apply as the primary applicant. An application from an international, non-governmental research institute would also not be eligible, since it is not a Vietnamese organization.  
As eligibility pertains to prime applicant only, government agencies (including universities) and/or international NGOs are eligible to participate as sub-partners of an eligible prime applicant.  
Q: Is a university faculty eligible to submit a concept application?

A:  As public universities in Vietnam are government agencies, an application from a public university faculty would not be eligible. An application from a private Vietnamese university would be eligible because it is a type of non-governmental organization. 
Q: Is a "Lien Chi Doan" which is a sub-group of Youth Union in a university eligible to apply?

A: Stated eligibility requirements allow a non-registered community based organization to apply in partnership with an organization that may legally receive funds on its behalf. That organization would serve as the prime applicant and could be a legally registered NGO or a mass organization.  In your case, however, the group is a sub-group of the Youth Union, so it cannot partner formally with the Youth Union. If your group partners with another eligible organization, you could participate as a sub-partner on an application for this program. Alternatively, the Youth Union could submit an application as prime applicant, in partnership with other eligible NGOs, CBOs, or FBOs. 
Q:  Can a reporter working for a Vietnamese cable television station apply independently for funding for HIV prevention broadcasts?
A:  Applications from individuals are not eligible.  An application from any government entity, such as a state-owned television station, would also not be eligible.  Please also review the program goals and programming expectations stated in the call for applications to ensure that any application submitted is responsive to these specifications.
Q:  Is a registered media company that works on development issues eligible to apply? Also, could it partner with a student and youth association?
A: If the company is private (not state-owned), it is eligible to apply but only on a non-profit basis.  This is true regardless of whether or not you partner with a student/youth association.
Q:  Is there any limit to how many provinces, among seven  mentioned in the Call, can be proposed for project activities?
A:  There is no limitation to the number of provinces that can be proposed, as long as they are among the seven listed in the Call, and as long as the proposed budget is within stated limits. 
Q: The eligible locations for projects, as mentioned in the Call, include Hanoi.  Does this include Ha Tay?
A:  Yes.  Ha Tay is now defined as part of Hanoi, so it is eligible.
