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I.
Introduction

The 20-year old HIV/AIDS pandemic has already killed or infected some 60 million people including 5.7 million children. Every month some 440,000 people are newly infected. Approximately one-third of the world’s population is between 10-24 years of age and more than half of those newly infected with HIV today are between 15 and 24 years old.  This virus is undermining many countries’ recent progress to increase life expectancy and decrease child mortality. It also has an impact on economic growth and food security.

This Request for Applications (RFA) provides prospective NGO grant recipients with a fair opportunity to submit applications for funding for Improving Support to Orphans and Vulnerable Children Through Focused Study . The RFA describes the program objectives, explains the technical area of focus, qualifications of organizations applying, criteria for evaluating applications and provides information on funding, cost-share requirements, application format and other relevant information. The accepted applicant cooperative agreements  are to be administered under the Pact Community REACH Project, funded by USAID.
These grants will focus on improving support to orphans and vulnerable children through focused study and will cover a period of up to two years and will not exceed $100,000 for a two-year Life of Project.  Community REACH estimates that it will award a maximum total amount of $400,000 under this RFA.  Under this RFA, Community REACH anticipates awarding on a competitive award of three to six grants cooperative agreements to qualifying organizations for implementation of studies in one or more of the following10 countries: Ethiopia, Haiti, India, Kenya, Nigeria, Rwanda, South Africa, Tanzania, Uganda and Zambia. (See Section IV.A. for list of participating countries). 
Issuance of this RFA does not constitute an award commitment on the part of Community REACH or USAID nor does it commit to pay for costs incurred in the submission of an application. Furthermore, Community REACH reserves the right to reject any and all applications, or to award a grant without further discussion or negotiations if it is considered to be in the best interests of Community REACH and USAID. 
II.
Program Objectives

A. The HIV/AIDS Pandemic   

HIV/AIDS is having a devastating impact on the world’s youngest and most vulnerable citizens.   Of the estimated 40 million people living with HIV today, it is estimated that almost 3 million are children under age 15.   By the end of 2001, in the 88 countries covered in the Children on the Brink 2002 Report (USAID, UNICEF, and UNAIDS), 13.4 million children currently under age 15 had lost a mother, father, or both parents due to AIDS.   Further, more than 25 million children will have lost one or both parents to AIDS by 2010. Orphans are part of a larger crisis that makes young people vulnerable to HIV/AIDS.  They face decreased access to adequate nutrition, basic health care, education, housing and clothing.
B. Supporting USAID Objectives to mitigate the impact of HIV/AIDS 

As we enter the third decade of HIV/AIDS, USAID and its partners are focusing on scaling up efforts and fostering the global commitment that will be necessary to win this battle. USAID policy guidance encourages innovative use of procurement mechanisms to respond to funding availability and the real needs on the ground. Pact’s Community REACH program provides USAID a global, effective and transparent grant management system for the provision of responsive grant making assistance to local, regional and international organizations experienced in the implementation of HIV/AIDS programs. 

Funded activities support USAID’s goal of “increased use of improved, effective and sustainable responses to reduce HIV transmission and to mitigate the impact of the HIV/AIDS pandemic.” 

Community REACH supports USAID’s Strategic Support Objective 4 (SSO4) “increased use of improved, effective and sustainable responses to reduce HIV transmission and to mitigate the impact of the HIV/AIDS pandemic.”  Community REACH under this RFA will contribute in the achievement of USAID’s Intermediate Result 4.4 and the following international target under the USAID Expanded Response by 2007: 
Ensure that high prevalence countries can provide community support services to at least 25% of children affected by AIDS (including children in households with sick or dying parents and orphans).

This solicitation will contribute to these objectives by funding community-level focused studies that will inform the implementation of expanded, effective programs addressing care and support for orphans and vulnerable children.  

III.
Improving Support to Orphans and Vulnerable Children Through Focused Study
A.  
Background

Worldwide, more than 13 million children currently under the age of 15 have lost one or both parents to AIDS. Many more children live in households with one or more terminally ill parent.  The overwhelming majority of these children live in sub-Saharan Africa. 

The Community REACH project is currently conducting research on the effectiveness and cost of interventions targeting orphans and vulnerable children in Rwanda and Zambia.  As a result of this work, the Community REACH team has identified some areas where these programs have the potential to improve.  In particular, despite the recognition of the magnitude and significant health, economic, social and psychological consequences of large numbers of orphans and vulnerable children, and increasing attention and resources devoted to this population, data is rarely used to design projects for orphans and vulnerable children or manage ongoing programs.  This lack of use of data to design and/or manage projects is a missed opportunity to more effectively provide orphans and vulnerable children with the support they most need. 

B.
Request for Applications (RFA)

The emphasis of this request for applications (RFA) is “Improving Support to Orphans and Vulnerable Children Through Focused Study”. The Community REACH project would like to encourage improved programming for orphans and vulnerable children through the collection, analysis and/or utilization of data in order to fill information gaps and improve community-based services for orphans and vulnerable children.  Thus, the primary purpose of this RFA is to provide organizations with a funding mechanism to collect data that can be used to design and further refine programs for orphans and vulnerable children or evaluate aspects of ongoing orphans and vulnerable children programs in order to introduce or scale-up effective approaches for care and support for orphans and vulnerable children.  

It is hoped that through conducting these studies, local NGOs will be able to further develop their capacity in the areas of monitoring, evaluation, and research.  Further, research conducted under these grants will increase the knowledge base regarding the effectiveness of orphans and vulnerable children interventions at a national and global level.  

Program implementation at the community level requires effective program planning, monitoring, and evaluation in order to achieve increased service coverage. Data on what works best to inform program planning and implementation are often limited.  This is especially true in the area of care and support activities for orphans and vulnerable children as this has only recently become an area of focus 
Applicants may 1) undertake primary data collection using qualitative and/or quantitative research methods; 2) collaborate with an ongoing data collection effort or expand current research activities; or 3) conduct secondary data analyses.
Formative vs. Evaluative Research:

In the request for application, Community REACH would like to receive proposals to conduct formative and/or evaluative research.  Applicants may propose to conduct formative research where the results of the study would be directly used to design or further refine an intervention or project.  Alternatively, applicants may propose to undertake evaluative research to assess whether or not an ongoing project is currently meeting its goals, assess achievements and define best practices.  Proposed evaluative research should also strive to explore reasons why the project may not be achieving its stated objectives and what factors encourage or limit the success of interventions.

Formative Research is information gathered to develop a program

Questions typically asked in formative research:

· Who should be the target population?

· What criteria will be used for selecting beneficiaries?

· What factors contribute to the vulnerability of the target population?

· What are the existing resources in the community, and how could those resources be expanded to improve outcomes among the target population?

· What are the most urgent needs of the target population?

· (Given these needs) What interventions should be implemented?

· Who/how should interventions be implemented?

· What are the best methods for implementation?

Evaluative Research is information used to evaluate an existing program

Questions typically asked in evaluative research:

· Is the intervention reaching the intended population?

· If not, why not?  Who is receiving the services?

· Are the interventions improving the status of the beneficiaries?  Are there any unexpected benefits or consequences of the interventions?

· If no, what problems are preventing the effectiveness of the interventions and how can they be overcome?

· Is the quality of interventions satisfactory?  

· Does the scale of the interventions sufficiently respond to the needs of orphans and vulnerable children?

· If not, how can they be improved?

Suggested Categories of Outcomes for Study

The Community REACH project has developed an illustrative list of categories of outcomes to guide applicants in preparing their applications.  This list of categories was developed as a result of Community REACH’s research on interventions targeting orphans and vulnerable children in Rwanda and Zambia.  Applicants are invited to study other outcomes in categories other than those listed, but must provide justification.

C. 
Using Study Results to improve programming for orphans and vulnerable children:

Community REACH’s vision for the programmatic outcome of the studies undertaken with these grants is to link results to interventions that lead to improved support for orphans and vulnerable children.  Once grants for this study are awarded, selected organizations may also be eligible to receive limited additional funding to apply study results to their ongoing service delivery activities for orphans and vulnerable children. It is anticipated that additional funding of up to $50,000 will be made available to selected organizations during the second year of the study.  Funding is contingent upon the organization’s ability to link the proposed programming activities for orphans and vulnerable children to their findings.  

The Community REACH team will provide further guidance for making an application for designing this additional intervention at the appropriate time.

IV. Application 

D. Eligibility

Legally registered national and local organizations (NGOs) implementing local, national or regional HIV/AIDS activities in one or more of the following ten (10) participating Rapid-Scale up and Intensive Focus USAID countries are eligible to apply:

Applicants must meet the following requirements:

· Primary applicants must be a local non-governmental organization (NGO) partnering with a local research institution (private or public) or local academic institution e.g. university OR the applicant must be a local NGO with proven research capacity. Additional partners are acceptable with proper justification provided.

· Local NGOs must have an existing program addressing the needs of orphans and vulnerable children affected by HIV/AIDS and/or secured funding to start a new program for orphans and vulnerable children for the duration of the research. Programmatic activities must be for two consecutive years.

Preference will be given to applicants with experience managing multi-year grants of $75,000 or more. 

Pact and Futures Group, Inc. offices/programs are ineligible to apply for sub-grants. Public International Organizations such as United Nations entities are also ineligible.
E. Administration of the Sub-Grants

Authority

The authority for these awards is found in the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended, and re-delegated to Pact, Inc. under its cooperative agreements No. GPH-A-00-01-00007-00 with the US Agency for International Development.

Substantial Involvement
Pact, Inc. anticipates exercising the follow substantial involvement in working with the applicant to achieve its program objectives:

1. Designation of key positions and approval of key personnel

2. Approval of annual workplans and all modifications, which describe the specific activities to be carried out under the Agreement and progress reports

3. Approval of monitoring and evaluation plans and involvement in monitoring progress.

F. General Information/Application Format

Pact will notify applicants within 10 days of receipt of an application.  All applications received by the deadline will be reviewed for responsiveness to the program requirements and compliance with preparation guidelines provided below.  Applications that are non‑responsive will not be considered for further review.

· typed in a Microsoft Word compatible program, single-spaced with a 12 point font and one inch margins
· received in hard copy and electronic copy on diskette or CD
· a single‑sided original of the application  which should be "photo‑ready,” i.e., printed on one side only and unbound; and five (5) copies for distribution
· labeled with page numbers, the RFA number (04-E-1) and name of applicant organization on each and every page. 
· simple in its presentation and reflective of the prospective organization’s cost consciousness
2. Application content must include:  
· Completed Organizational Background Questionnaire (Appendix I)
· Proposal: the format of the applications proposing formative research will differ slightly than those proposing evaluative research (10 pages total)

Formative research:

1. Executive Summary describing the need and justification for the OVC program planned and how the data collected will inform program design. (1-2 pages)

2.  Detailed description of the OVC intervention and status of funds available or funding pledged for program implementation..  If the intervention is to be imbedded in an existing program, describe the goal of the existing program and the stage of implementation.

1. Executive Summary including description of existing program, unique opportunities for study, and desired outcomes (1-2 pages)

· A summary of organizational capacity and performance, including grant funding levels, focused on the organization’s experience with HIV/AIDS and on similar programs. This should also include summary information on the proposed key personnel and their level of effort (1 page).
· Life of the Project (LOP) budget and any narrative necessary to explain the details of the cost.  In the budget narrative, applicants must provide detail on number of personnel, position title and level of effort. Applications should program for a total of approximately $100,000 for the two-year life of project (2 pages).
G. 
Budget

The budget should be fully supported by cost and pricing data adequate to establish the reasonableness and allowability of proposed costs.  Pact will review this data for compliance with OMB and USAID regulations and policy. 
In addition to a detailed budget broken out by year and financial category (see details on categories below), the budget should include whatever supplemental/supporting schedules are necessary to itemize and support each item of proposed costs.  At a minimum provide budget narrative/notes to support/explain how certain costs were estimated; whether costs are associated with headquarters, regional and/or country offices; separate costs associated with external, expatriate technical assistance and local in-country technical assistance; identify any financial and in-kind contributions from other sources.   
Budget Categories
1. Direct Labor ‑ Direct salaries and wages for each year of the grant must be in accordance with the organization's established personnel policies.  To be considered adequate, the policies must be in writing, applicable to all employees of the organization, be subject to review and approval at a high enough organizational level to assure their uniform enforcement and result in costs which are reasonable and allowable in accordance with applicable cost principles.  The narrative should include a level of effort analysis specifying personnel, rate of compensation and amount of time proposed on the activity.  Anticipated salary increases during the period of the agreement should be included.
2. Fringe Benefits ‑ If accounted for as a separate item of cost, fringe benefits must be based on the applicant's audited fringe benefit rate or historical cost data.  If the latter is used, the narrative must include a detailed breakdown comprised of all items considered fringe benefits and whether they are required by statute or common practice (e.g. unemployment insurance, workers compensation, health and life insurance, retirement, etc.) and the costs of each.  
3. Supplies and Equipment ‑ Applications must differentiate between expendable supplies and non‑expendable equipment.  (NOTE:  Equipment is defined as tangible non‑expendable personal property which has a useful life of more than one year and an acquisition cost of US$ 5,000 or more.)
4. Travel and Per Diem ‑ The narrative must indicate number of expected trips for all personnel (domestic, regional and international) and the estimated unit cost for each.  For each proposed trip, specify the origin and destination, duration of travel, and number of individuals traveling.  Proposed per diem rates must be in accordance with the applicant's established policies and practices, representative of actual market costs and which have been uniformly applied to USAID‑financed and/or other activities of the applicant.  If the applicant does not have such policies and practices in place, the maximum allowable rates authorized will be USAID per diem rates. USAID per diem rates may be found on the web at http://www.state.gov/www/perdiems.
5. Other Direct Costs ‑ This could include any miscellaneous costs.  The narrative, or supporting schedule, should provide a complete breakdown and supporting documents for each such other direct costs.  Please include consultants under this line item.
6. Proposed (Sub)-Grants/Contracts/Agreements ‑ Applicants who intend to use subcontractors or sub recipients should indicate the extent intended and a complete cost breakdown, as well as all of the information required herein for each sub-recipient.  Subcontract/agreement/grant financial plans should follow the same cost format and breakdowns as those submitted by the applicant.
Costs should be estimated using local currency but budgets should be prepared in U.S. Dollars indicating the exchange rate used to convert local currency to U.S. Dollars.  

Please note that indirect costs will only be considered if the applicant organization has a Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate (NICRA) with a US government funder such as USAID or US State Department.  Otherwise, indirect costs are not allowed. 
V. Evaluation Process and Criteria

 Community REACH will evaluate applications in keeping with the standards established in Section V.B below.   
A. Timing

Applications (see Section IV. C above) must be received by Community REACH no later than close of business (5:00 p.m. EST) on Monday January 5, 2004 for consideration for funding.  It is not anticipated that late applications will be reviewed. However, Community REACH reserves the right to consider any application for review at its discretion. 
B. Evaluation Process  

Community REACH will conduct an evaluation process that consists of a preliminary assessment of each application for basic responsiveness to the eligibility criteria. 

After the preliminary review is complete, the Community REACH team will forward selected research executive summaries to relevant USAID health officers in the country missions in which the proposed research will be implemented. When appropriate, their comments/concerns will be shared with the review committee. 

Following feedback from the USAID Missions, a technical review committee will continue the review using the criteria below and make recommendations for funding. The Community REACH Grants Manager will chair and direct the review process. 

The Grant Manager may contact applicants for clarifications on the technical proposal and may also conduct past performance checks, review certifications, and examine the budget as part of the review. Important considerations of the review process are whether the project concept is realistic and whether there is a proper relationship between the budget and project concept.  

C. Evaluation Criteria

Technical approach & research rationale

Merit of the interventions/project to be researched (10 points):  Are the planned or ongoing interventions to be studied well thought out and feasible?  Do these interventions reflect the current state of art knowledge regarding interventions for orphans and vulnerable children?  

Research questions (15 points): Are the research questions clearly articulated and has the applicant provided sufficient rationale for investigating these questions.  In the case of evaluative research, are the stated objectives of the ongoing program clear? 

Study design (15 points):  Is the study design feasible given existing technical and financial resources?  Is the study design appropriate to answer the research questions stated?  Has the applicant started to think carefully about the data collection strategies it may be undertaking to obtain the information?   

Data management and analysis (5 points):  Does the applicant have a feasible and appropriate plan to collect, store and analyze the data collected?  Are appropriate measures planned to ensure that data is securely stored? 
Feasibility of plan to use information to improve programming (15 points): Is there a concrete plan to use the information from the proposed research to improve service delivery?  Has the applicant clearly thought out how the results from the research will be disseminated and who will be involved in developing a plan to use the information to design the intervention and/or make midcourse corrections in an ongoing program? Does the research answer a critical programming issue that implementers need to know about?
Contribution to existing knowledge base (5 points): Does the proposed research make a unique contribution to the existing literature pertaining to the effectiveness of interventions targeting orphans and vulnerable children, both on the international and national level?  Will this research fill important gaps in the existing knowledge base?
Organizational capacity and performance (including capacity building)

Institutional capacity-building (10 points): Will the proposed research lead to increase in local research capacity.  After the research is completed, to what extent will the research institutions and local NGOs concerned be able to conduct similar research without additional assistance?

Selection of Research Partner (5 points): Does the research partner have experience in HIV research? Does the partner have specific experience in OVC research?  Has the partner been involved in other collaborative, community level research?   What experience does the partner have in research capacity building? 
Key personnel (5 points):  It is important to determine if the key personnel are up to the task. This can be determined through a review of experience and education.  Does the proposed staff have HIV-AIDS-related programming and research experience?  Is there sufficient level of effort designated to the program to carry out the scope of work?
Past performance on similar programs (5 points): The review committee will consider the following - quality of service (including consistency in meeting goals and targets, effectiveness in fixing problems); Cost control (including forecasting costs as well as accuracy in financial reporting); Timeliness of performance (including adherence to schedules and effectiveness of data collection and analysis, ability to make prompt decisions and ensure efficient operation); Customer satisfaction; Effectiveness of key personnel.
