2. Empowerment and strengthening of the National Association 

of People Living with HIV/AIDS, key partner in our project: 

 

¶ Institutional and organizational strengthening of the National Associa-

tion,  

¶ Training of personnel to improve quality of more than 12,000 home-

based visits, which contributed to a major increase in adherence to 

ART,  

¶ Assistance for the creation and strengthening of 53 self support groups 

across the country 

¶ Strengthening of M&E skills. 

 

 

 

3. National Information System for Comprehensive Care interventions 

 

CHF provides technical support to the National Aids Program ( G overnment Institution )  for setting up a nation

-wide information system regarding treatment, care and support of people living with HIV/Aids. Significant pro-

gress has been made to obtain up-to-date and accurate information on the HIV/Aids situation in the country, 

which in turn improves planning and quantification of human and financial resources needed in the national re-

sponse to HIV/Aids. 

 

4. Individualized and needs-based technical support and follow up for all our partners:  

 

¶ institutional development and organizational strengthening  

¶ key technical support on HIV/Aids topics  

¶ improvement of the quality of interventions  

¶ support in development of training manuals  

 

Over 40 partner organizations have strengthened their administrative, management and technical skills, achiev-

ing a major degree of accountability and transparency in the implementation of this project. In addition, this has 

led to an increasing empowerment and active role of civil society organizations in the project. 

 

HIV/AIDS in Honduras 
 

Honduras, a middle-income country of 7.5 million inhabitants, accounts for 40% of the AIDS cases in the Cen-

tral American region, and according to UNAIDS ( 2 006 )  HIV prevalence in the adult population is 1.0%. The 

epidemic is concentrated among men who have sex with men ( M SM ) , commercial sex workers ( C SWs ) , 

prisoners, and the Garífuna ethnic group, with HIV prevalence estimated to be nearly 10%.  

 

 

 

The program, supported by the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria with a grant of  47.1 mil-

lion, aims to accomplish the following: 

1. Promote and defend the human 

rights of PLH 

 

2. Promote and protect vulnerable 

populations through the adoption of 

healthy behaviors that diminish the risk 

of HIV infection 

 

3. Strengthen the comprehensive inte-

gral attention services provided to PLH. 

 

4. Reduce the risk of HIV infection by 

contributing to the national responses 

efforts to maintain the prevalence in 

the general population lower than 1% 

through 2014. 

 

 

 

To address HIV/AIDS in Honduras, out-

reach efforts are primarily focused on 

most at-risk populations, including: 

 

¶ Commercial-sex workers  

¶ Men who have sex with men  

¶ Prisoners  

¶ Afro-Honduran Garifuna ethnic group 

members  

¶ At-risk youth
