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Region Alaotra Mangoro – Child Labor to banish! 

 
The week June 13th was celebrated as, “Child Labor Awareness Week”  in 

Madagascar in the fight against child labor in the region of Alaotra Mangoro (East 
region of Madagascar), more precisely in the commune of Ambatondrazaka (one 
of the intervention zone of Kilonga project).  

 
The Kilonga project, represented by Samuel Andrianarivony (Sammy), the 

Regional Coordinator of Pact Madagascar’s Kilonga project in the East region, in 
collaboration with local stakeholders, civil organizations, numerous members of 
the media and local associations participated in an exchange of information on 

ways to eliminate child labor in Madagascar. Sammy discussed Kilonga’s 
contribution to end the fight against child labor, the projects successes and 

lessons learned.  
 
One of the many successful outcomes presented during the celebration is the 

withdrawal of 109 children from child-prostitution in only one week. According to 
Serge Ramahefarivo, the Kilonga Regional Assistant, children are not only 

withdrawn from this worst form of labor but also prevented from entering into 
this dangerous vicious cycle,  i.e sisters or brothers of withdrawn children are 
assisted so they do not also become victims of child labor and child-prostitution.
